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Howdy, Pardners!

This has been a fast paced year here at the ranch, with lots of projects completed and more still in the working stage and on the drawing board for the days ahead.  Your staff has been busy trying to stay ahead of the weather while moving forward with the approved repairs, replacements and retrofitting.  Some of the outdoor projects have been put on hold thanks to the rain, but the indoor jobs are being handled in the meantime, including finally getting the Veterans’ wall moved.  We’re looking to hear from some of the “pardners” who wanted to be involved with the design and placement of the pictures and will have plenty of room to add more.  

Other projects that have been worked on include the snack bar paint and refurbishing, removal of the 45 year old 3 door reach-in at the upper lodge (it finally “died”) and replacement with a two door reach-in refrigerator and single door freezer; and removal and replacement of the walk-in down at the general store.

The work out at the lift station in the “C” area was completed just before the weather changed.  Mother Nature cooperated on that one!  We’re not complaining about any of the other projects.  They are all far enough along that they won’t be hurt by the delay while all the storms blow through.

EMERGENCY PROCEDURES for ALL OWNERS
The key to successfully handling any Emergency is to remain calm and know what to do!  Report any fire or smoke immediately!

In the event of a personal emergency on the Ranch, there are yellow call boxes located at the gates, Upper Lodge, Recreation Center, the two cookhouses, several bath houses (when you arrive on the Ranch, check the closest bath house to you with a call box) and the Stables.  Go to one of these call boxes; relate the nature of the emergency, location of the emergency and your name.   If the Emergency is in the Outback or Horse Area, remain at the box to assist in directing Emergency Response Personnel to the location of the injured person(s).

If an Emergency involves the entire Ranch (such as a fire), evacuate to the Runway near the Pond Area.  Do NOT bring trailers, or other bulky items! (Remember the trailer can be replaced – You can’t be!!) Ranch Staff have a plan to notify owners present on the Ranch of the Emergency and there is an Emergency siren as well.  On the runway, do NOT block the left lane of any exit.  These lanes need to remain clear for access by Emergency Vehicles.  From the Runway, Owners will be directed on which route to take to evacuate the Ranch.  If it is necessary to “shelter in place” (stay at the Pond), Owners will be directed on how this is to be accomplished. 

It is imperative for your safety and the safety of others to remain calm, proceed in an orderly manner to the Runway and follow all directions given to you by Ranch Personnel.

To All Owners:

RE: Wrist Bands for Guests
At a recent board meeting, there was extensive discussion about the trial we just completed regarding the use of wrist bands.  Based on the results of this trial, the Board adopts the following policy regarding wrist bands.


Wrist bands will be worn by all guests at all times they are present on the ranch.

At the present time, owners will not be required to wear a wrist band. Owners should carry their ID cards as required by the By-Laws (Article IV, Section 3) and in the Information Book of Rules for the R Wild Horse Ranch Owner’s Association (WHOA) and present it when asked to do so by a Ranch employee.  Owners not having an owner’s ID card in hand will not be allowed to participate in an activity (i.e.: riding a ranch horse) until such time as they can provide proper identification.  Owners repeatedly warned about not carrying their card on their person may be fined as determined by the Ranch Manager.  A request for further disciplinary action would be presented to the Board of Directors.

Happy Holidays to All Owners:

 What a rainy period we are having at the Ranch!  Not complaining because we really need the rain!  The rain enabled Ralph to allow campfires again and I know many have been enjoying that! The holidays are a time for reflection and giving Thanks.  Thanksgiving was a big success for all the owners- especially those with reservations! We are renaming the wristband we used for those with reservations to ‘FIRST IN LINE” bands!  There were many who were early but had not apparently made a reservation and they went to the end of the line.  This is the new way we are going to do this for events in the future.  Owners with reservations will eat first, then those without reservations got to eat.  This is an effort to insure that we do not buy too much food and waste it, so please make your reservations for future events.  We did end up having enough of the turkey and stuffing – but I know that many of the side dishes and salads were gone by the time folks with no reservations got to eat, 

News around the ranch: The cooler in the store went out and will be replaced out of the reserve Funds.  The playground equipment was selected and the check has been sent so we hope to see the structure soon.  Jonathan did a lot of research and found a $56k structure for $28K and it is magnificent and should last for many, many years as it is a commercial grade structure. I know many of us are looking forward to it! 

We have made the first installment on the new employee homes and they should begin arriving mid-January.  Ralph and Jon are working to get the old ones gone.  The housing will hit the Reserve Fund hard, but there is a spreadsheet showing we should be back to $900k to a Million by January, 2016 depending on past collections as well as barring any new emergencies!!  We were faced with issues with the Café and Upper Lodge kitchen and decided not to “band aid” it one more time.  It is unfortunate, but most of the Ranch equipment is 35+ years old and it will breakdown, but thanks to the vigilance of Jim Bowers, Randy Apoian and Ron Clark, previous Board Members, building and maintaining the Reserve Fund, we are now in pretty good shape to be able to make repairs!  

The other key decision made by the Board recently was to award a Grazing Lease.  Mary is working to repair the fences and will be bringing cattle on-site once this is completed.  If you are out on ATV, motorcycles, etc., please be aware that there are now cattle grazing in the area.  According to the lease, any incident between a cow and an owner will be dealt with between the leasee and the owner – the Ranch will not be involved. So it is in your interest to be careful and follow all the rules in the outback, including speed limits.  Also in light of the rain, we have been having, the roads are really slippery and muddy.  Please stay on the roads and only mud bog or whatever in the designated  ATV area.  This is OUR RANCH and as owners, we are all responsible for maintaining it in good condition and this includes the outback area.  We do not want excessive erosion and environmental damage to occur anywhere on the Ranch.  We can avoid this if we, as OWNERS, take care of it!   

The new Café has been busy and a success from all the comments I have heard!  It has a great menu and Brooke and Oni are very interested in the Ranch and making a success of the Café for all of us.

                               RAFFLE drawing to be held July 4th 2015 
All winners of the R-Wild Horse Ranch PLM late season deer hunt to be held November 17, 18 and 19, 2015 must be an owner in good standing (assessments must be current) of the R-Wild Horse Ranch at the time of the hunt.  Winners must have a current California hunting license and “B” zone deer tag.

The “B” zone deer tag must be exchanged for the PLM tag.  This is a requirement of the Department of Fish and Game so that no hunter can harvest more than two (2) deer in the State of California.

All PLM tag winners will be allowed one (1) person to accompany them on their hunt to help them spot game and retrieve harvested animals.  The accompanying person is NOT allowed to carry or possess a firearm while in the PLM hunting area.

PLM winners and their companions with vehicles, ATV’s, 4x4’s, motorcycles, etc, must stay on roads.

Property boundaries will be marked by fences, blue paint markings, blue ribbon or signage.  Maps will be available to tag winners.

Recipients of the PLM deer tag will also be able to hunt bear and wild pig, provided they have valid bear and pig tags.

This deer hunt is a three (3) point or better hunt; meaning the deer must have at least three (3) points on one (1) side NOT INCLUDING EYE GUARD-BROW TINE.  Bear and pigs must be hunted according to State of California Fish and Game regulations and laws.

All animals harvested MUST be brought to the main gate for validation and record keeping for the PLM program.  This is a requirement of the Department of Fish and Game.  Also, this is an opportunity for photos for the R-Wild Horse Ranch Newsletter to help promote next years PLM hunt.

This is a three (3) day hunt only and the dates will change yearly as scheduled.  The 2015 hunt will be held Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday November 17, 18 and 19, 2015.

There will be an orientation dinner at 7:00PM Monday evening November 16, 2015 at the upper lodge of the R-Wild Horse Ranch for tag winners and the person accompanying them.
